Following a three-game road trip, the Loyola Marymount men’s basketball team
returns home for a four-game home stand. They will begin at Gersten Pavilion on
Saturday, January 6 against San Diego State in their final non-conference contestbefore
opening West Coast Conference play against San Diego on Jan. 12 and Santa Clara on
Jan.13.The Lions, who are 4-8 on the season, will look to its balanced attack and hard-
nosed defense to close out the non-conference season with a home win. The Lions
have four players averaging in double figures scoring, led by junior Greg Lakey with
13.4 per game and Robert Davis at 13.3 per game. Lakey will once again earn the start
in replace of senior Pablo Machado, who sits his fourth straight with a hip flexor
injury. On the defensive end, the Lions enter the game holding opponents to 42
percent shooting, which includes holding four of their last six opponents to under
40 percent.

GAME #13 - San Diego State

San Diego State enters Saturday’s game a surprising 9-3 following a 84-70 win against
Texas A&M-Corpus Christi. They are winners of their last five ball games and enter
the 54th meeting against the Lions with a 28-25 advantage. The Aztecs, whose winning
streak includes victories over Oklahoma State and Arizona State, have played two
opponents in common with the Lions. SDSU defeated Sacramento State 91-69 and
lost to UC Santa Barbara in triple overtime, 80-77. The Lions defeated Sac. St. 78-59
andalsolostto UC Santa Barbara 85-69. Three Aztecs scoring average is double figures
led by Randy Holcomb (17.3 ppg), Myron Epps (14.8) and Al Faux (11.2).

GAME #12 - ONLV

The depth of the University of Nevada-Las Vegas eventually wore down the depleted
Loyola Marymount University Lions, as UNLV defeated the Lions 75-60 at the
Thomas and Mack Center in Las Vegas on Wednesday night.

half and cut the deficit to four with 11:06 leftin
the game thanks in part to the stingy defense the
Lionshave begun to play on the road. They held
the Rebels to 37 percent from the field (17-of-
73). It was the fourth time in the last seven
games the Lions held an opponent to 30 percent
shooting. “Our changing defenses was effective
tonight,” said Aggers. “It is very hard to come
from behind on a good basketball team. UNLV
is a team that can really control the game once
they getaleadin the second. Once we gotbehind
be eight in the second, it was very tough.”
However, the Rebels got hot from the three-
point line with threes from Lafonte Johnson,
LouKelly, Jermaine Lewis and Trevor Diggs to
pull away from the Lions late in the game. They
tinished the game hitting nine three pointers as
a team on 20 attempts (35 percent). The Lions
struggled from the three-pointline, hitting only
2-0f-19 fromlong range. The balanced attack by
the Lions, who had 10 from junior Greg Lakey,
seven from junior Robert Davis and six from
Elton Mashack at the half, showed signs of an
upset, out working the Rebels on their home
floor. The Lions outscored the Rebels 44-24 in
the paint, had a 24-20 edge on second chance
points anda 10-4 edge on fast break points. The
Rebels’ Delron Johnson hurt the Lions early,
scoring 15 of his game high 21 in the first half.
His inside play put the Lions into early foul
trouble, making the loss of Machado even
tougher as Mashack and Sean Mollins picked
up three first half fouls and Lakey earned two.
Leading the Lions was Mashack, who finished
with 17 points. The Lions also got 14 from
Davis and 13 from Lakey. It is the ninth game
of the season the Lions have had three or more
players in double figures scoring.

GAME #11 - UC Santa Barbara

The Loyola Marymount University men’s bas-
ketball team couldn’t hold onto their winning
ways on the road, as the Lions scored only one
field goal in final 4:30 in falling to UC Santa
Barbara 85-69. The Lions jumped out to an eatly
lead, butwere outscored by 17 in the second half
as they fal to 4-7 on the season. The loss
snapped the Lions two -game road winning
streak. For the first time since the Lions third
game of the season the Lions allowed an oppo-
nent to shot 50 percent. The Gauchos finished
the game shooting 52 percent (32-61). The
Lions had held its last two opponents to under
35 percent shooting. The game was closer than
the final score, as the game had eight ties and
rightlead changes. However, itwas UCSB’s hot
shooting down the stretch that sealed the win
for the Gauchos. They were led by freshman
Nick Jones, who had a season high 19 points.
The Gauchos had four players in double fig-
ures. The Lions also had four players in double
figures,led by Robert Davis’ 17 points. He was
two-of-four from long range, as the Lions took
the 38-37 first half lead thanks to 5-of-7 shoot-
ing from the three-point line. The Lions fin-
ished the game hitting 7-of-12 from three-
point line (58 percent) and 23-of-51 from the
field (45 percent). The Lions turned the ball over
23 times, compared to only 10 by the Gauchos.
Also scoringin double figures for the Lions was
Elton Mashack with 16, Eurskine Robinson
with 12 and Greg Lakey with 10.

program. Aggers comes from Eastern Washing-
ton University where he had a phenomenal five-
year run, guiding the Eagles to its first Big Sky
Conference title in school history. Aggers was
named Big Sky Coach of the Yearand the National
Association of Basketball Coaches’District 13 Coach
of the Year.

The winner of more Big Sky Conference games than any other coach in
Eastern Washington [%niversity history, Aggers led the Eagles to 32
conference winsin the past four seasons. Since joining the Big Skyin 1984,
EWU had won only 34 conference games combined. Aggers took the
FEagle basketball grogram to new levels, as the team rose trom a power
ranking of No. 298 to No. 106 in 1999-2000.

“I am extremely thankful for the opportunity I've been given and I see
this as a new beginning and a fresh start,” said Aggers, WI%O was hired in
April of 2000. “My statf and I are looking forwar% toward a very bright
and dynamic future. One of the reasons I accepted this jobwas the ?ocatlon
of the institution, its proud past with a rich athletic tradition, strong
academic reputation and the outstanding recruiting base it provides. Our
goals and objectives are not to just be competitive, but to build a
championship program.”

Aggers entered the 2000-2001 season with a mark of 315-269, and he
currently sits at 319-277 in his first season at LMU (4-8). He returns to the
West Coast Conference where he served as an assistant with Pepperdine
for fouryears (1990-1994). He has been coaching on the collegiate level

for 26 years.

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The Lions have thrown a balanced diet of scoring at opponents this
season, having four players average double figures in scoring. After 12
games of the 2000-2001 season, the Lions’ attack is getting offense
throughout the line-up. The Lions have had nine games already this
season inwhich three or more players scored in double figures. UCIrvine,
LongBeach State and Loyola-Chicago are the games in the eatly season
that only two players were in double figures. After the game against
UNLYV, four players are averaging double figures in scoring, led by junior
GregLakey with 13.4 per game. He is followed by Robert Davis (13.3),
Pablo Machado (11.6) and Elton Mashack (11.3), who continues to
increase his average with agame high 17 against UNLV. So far this season,
the Lions have had six different players score in double figures and five
different playerslead the game in scoring (see the breakdown on page 12).
Lakeyand Davis sitat ninth and tenth in theleague, respectively, in scoring.

ROAD WARRIORS

Loyola Marymount finished their second major road trip of the season
intheloss to UNLV, the third and final game of the trip that saw the Lions
go through Santa Barbara, Chicago and Las Vegas. Although only 2-6 on
the road as they head to UNLV on Jan. 3, the Lions have become Road
Wartiors. LMU broke a 23-game losing streak with a 19-point win over
Sacramento State on Dec. 9 and earned their second straight road victory
witha 63-53 win over Loyola-Chicago. It was the first time the Lions have
won two consecutive road games since 1997 when the Lions defeated
Pepperdine in overtime on Jan. 24 and following three athome went on
the road to defeat St. Mary’s on Feb. 5.

LIGHTSOUT

Against Vanguard the Lions didn’t get off to a bad start, finishing the
game hitting 59 percent of their shots. It was the first game since hitting
37-0f-58 (.638) ina 101-87 win over St. Mary’s on January 29, 1999, the
Lions finished a regular season game hitting more than 50 percent of their
field goals. In the 87-64 win over Vanguard, the Lions hit 70 percent in
the first half, including 4-of-7 from the three pointline. On the season,
the Lions have finished three games hitting more than 50 percent of their
shots, hitting 55 percent against Colorado and 51 percent against
Sacramento State. Against the Hornets, the Lions finished hitting 29-of-
56 from the field. The loss to Colorado was the first time the Lions have
dropped a game hitting more than half their shots since Boise State on
Nov. 21, 1998, when the Lions hit 25-0f-44 in a 93-86 loss in Gersten
Pavilion.

LEFTINTHE COLD

Defense hasbecomeakey for the Lions this 2000-01 season, as they have
made opposing offenses feelleftin the cold from the field. On the road,
the Lions defense has been tough. The Lions held UNLV to 37 percent
from the field (27-73), the fourth time in the last six games the Lions have
held an opponent to under 40 percent. The win against Loyola-Chicago
was the bestyet for the LMU “D”. How cold was it for the Ramblers? The
Lions kept them without a three-point field goal, 0-10, despite entering
the game hitting more than 35 percent on the season. In the Lions’ two
road wins, their opponents are acombined 1-28 from the three-pointline.
On the season, the Lions have held their opponents to 32.1 percent (71-
221) from the three-pointline. On the season, opponents are shooting
42.3 percent from the field, which ranks them fifth in the conference. In
the last six games, LMU’s defense has been stingy. The Lions have
dropped its per game average from 46.1 percent per game to 42.9, a
difference of over three percent while going 3-4 inits last seven contests.
Their three-point field goal defense is third in the league, up four spots
the last seven games.

SENIORLEADER
Senior Elton Mashack s the team captain and continues to be a statistical
leader for the Lions. As the season progresses, he might be one of the

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all-timeleadersat LMU. With 811 points and 375 reboundsin three years
at Loyola Marymount, Mashack could join an elite list of only 10 players
thathave accomplished the feat of scoring 1,000 points and grabbing 500
rebounds in a career. He has 135 points and 84 rebounds on the season
after getting 16 points and 6 rebounds against Loyola-Chicago, giving
him 946 points and 459 rebounds in his career at LMU. Mashack s sixth
in the league with 6.7 rebounds per game.

Afterseeinghis firstactionin overayear since transferring to LMU from
USCayearago, junior Greg Lakey earned his first career double-double
with 13 points and 10 rebounds in the Lions 87-64 win over Vanguard.
Thatwas a sign of things to come, as the forward just keeps setting career
records in this 2000-01 campaign. So far this season, Lakey is averaging
13.4 points and 5.9 rebounds per game. He has led the team in scoring
against Colorado, Idaho State, Sacramento State, and Loyola-Chicago
earninga career high 29 against the Hornets and 20 against the Ramblers,
which put him as the team leader in scoring. He is third in rebounds. In
the West Coast Conference, he ranked 9th in scoring and 10th in
rebounding. He is also one of the best in shooting percentage, hitting
57 percent (54-94) of his shots, third in the league. As ajunior, Lakey has
begun to take some of the leadership on the floor for the Lions, accepting
his sixth man role and averaging more than 26 minutes per game off the
bench. However, in his first start of the season, Lakey scored 20 points
in hitting five-of-six from the field and 10-0f-16 from the free throwline.

Following a 9-for-9 performance from the free throw line against
Sacramento State, his second nine-free throw performance of the season
(Colorado),and a 10-of-16 clip against Loyola-Chicago. He is currently
hitting 70 percent (52-74) from the charity stripe. However, heis third on
the team behind juniors Marcus Smith and Robert Davis. Smith, who
hit four consecutive free throws to close out Loyola-Chicago, is 11-of-12
on the season. Davisis tenth in the conference hitting 73 percent (25-34).
Asateam, the Lions have started to move up the charts in the conference,
hitting 67.2 percent (176-262) from the charity stripe. They have been
getting their chances on theline this season, with a 23-of-35 clip against
Colorado, 26-of-37 effortagainst Cal State Fullerton and a 25-of-35 effort
at Loyola-Chicago. The Lions sitat third in the conference in free throw
percentage.

ONTHE BOARDS

Despite the smaller line-up of the Lions, who have only two players over
6-8, they hold a +3.9 edge on the boards after 12 games of the 2000-01
season. The Lions, who are ranked third in rebound marginin the WCC,
have out rebounded their opponentsin 9 ofits 12 games this season. The
first two games saw the Lions dominate the glass, out rebounding a much
taller UC Irvine squad, who features two 7-footers, 38-35 and Vanguard
37-24. In the last seven contests, the Lions have out rebounded their
opponents, including their last game against UNLV with a season 54
boards to the Rebels 50. They also outdid UC Santa Barbara, 34-30. Also
in that stretch, the Lions held a 42-24 advantage at Idaho State, 40-33
advantage against Portland State and 41-29 against Long Beach State. In
the 1999-00 season, the Lions had only seven games in which they out
rebounded an opponent.

WELCOME BACK

Loyola Marymount welcomed back the setvices of junior Robert Davis.
The 6-2 guard from Tempe, Ariz., began his collegiate careerat LMU in
1998-99 where he averaged 7.1 points and 2.3 rebounds a game as a true
freshman. Lastyear Davis transferred to Chandler Gilbert Junior College
where he led the conference with 26.2 points per game. After 12 games
he is second on the team with a 13.5 ppg average, including 14 against
UNLYV, 17 against UCSB and a career high 21 pointsin theloss to USC.
Davis enjoys playing the powers of Southern California, as his previous
high of 17 came against UCLA in his freshman season on Dec. 29,1998.
Davis is also averaging 4.2 rebounds per game after pulling down eight
against UCSB and seven against UNLV. He also has 29 assists and a team
high 13 steals (tied with Eurskine Robinson). More leading stats - heleads
the team with 25 three-pointers in 64 attempts (.391), including a 2-of-
4 effortagainst UCSB. Heis shooting 44.4 percent from the field (55-for-
124). In the conference, heis ranked 10th in scoring, 10th in free throw
percentage, ninthin steals, fourth in three-point field goal percentage and
third in three-pointers made per game.

INTHEMIDDLE

Senior center Pablo Machado enters his fourth and final season of
collegiate basketball. Prior to transferring from Georgia Tech two years
ago to LMU, Machado was one of the top-rated high school players in
the nation coming out of Tift County High School in 1996. At 6-10,
Machado was named “Mr. Basketball” in Georgia by the Atlanta Journal-
Constitution. Hoping to return to his high school stats, where he
averaged 22 points and 12 rebounds, Machado continues to improve in
his final season, earning his sixth career double-double with 11 points and
12 rebounds against Sacramento State. He had a solid start to the season
with 19 points and seven rebounds against Vanguard. Although ham-
pered by four fouls most of the second half, Machado had his way with
the smaller line-up of Vanguard. He has begun to lift up his game, as the
Venezula native is third on the team with 11.6 points per game and is
second on the team with 6.6 rebounds per game. His 3.44 offensive
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rebounds per game is tops for the league lead and he sits at 13th in the
conferencein scoring. On the season he has scored in double figures six
of his nine games played. Machado has sat the last three contests due to
a hip injury he suffered against Long Beach State.

TEAMIS FIRST

Junior Eurskine Robinson, who transferred from College of the
Canyons, leads the team with 43 assists on the season, whichis good for
fifth in the WCC (3.58 apg). Robinson broke College of the Canyons’
careerassistrecord with 421. Asa team, the Lions have been dishing out
15.58 assists per game, second in the WCC. Thanks in part to nine assists
against Sacramento State, junior Philipp Czernin is eighthin the league
with 306 assists (3.1 per game). Junior Robert Davis has 29 (2.4) on the
season and junior Marcus Smith has 28 (2.3). With his assists, Czernin
is second in the league with an assist/ turnover ration of 1.62. Robinson
is fifth at 1.40. Putting the team play in perspective, the Lions have 187
assists on the season while hitting 288 field goals. That translates to more
than 65 percent of the Lions baskets earn an assist. Against Sacramento
State, the Lions assisted on a season high 80 percent of their baskets with
a season high 23 assists while hitting 29 field goals. In their latest road
win, the Lions assisted on 14 ofits 18 field goals, 77 percent of its baskets.
In the loss to UCSB, the Lions still managed to dish out 17 assists on
23 field goals, good for 74 percent. A year ago, LMU averaged aleaguelow
11.3 assists a game. LMU finished the game against Vanguard with 21
assists, the highest assist total for the Lions since they had 25 against St.
Mary’s on Jan. 29,1999 in a 101-87 win.

The Loyola Marymount University men’s basketball team earned a 87-

Harmon and Kevin Richardson, each with 12. Harmon entered the game
as the Titan’s leading scorer with 15 points per game, including a season
high 28 in the Titan’s win in their previous game against the College of
Notre Dame. However, the Lions clamped down on the fifth-year senior
and kept off balance in the first half, hitting only two free throws in seven
minutes of play. He finished 6-0f-13 from the field. The Titans were 20-
of-47 from the field and the Lions finished with 14 turnovers. A game
after out rebounding Idaho State by 18, the Lions once again won the
battle on the boards, 32-30, including another solid performance on the
offense glass with 12. However, it was the fouls that once again came into
play for the Lions. It was the second game in a row the Lions forced the
opponent’s big man to foul out, as senior Matt Caldwell finished the
game with seven points and five fouls. LMU finished hitting 26-0f-37
from the free throw line, while Cal State Fullerton finished 13-0f-18.

GAME #7 - LMU 78, Sacramento State 59

The Lions, four days removed from breaking a 32-game streak against
NCAA Division I opponents, put an end to another streak and started
another one of their own. The Lions ended their 23-game road losing
streak with a 78-59 win over Sacramento State at Arco Arena. With the win,
the Lions earned back-to-back wins for the first time since posting three
straightin January 1999. The third winin that streak came on Jan. 21,1999,
a 89-73 victory over the Toreros. It was the last win on the road for the
Lions and the last double-digit win on the road. Leading the front line
players was junior Greg Lakey, who continues to shine for the Lions off
the bench. He finished with a game high and a career high 29 points and
added 7 rebounds. However, it was the defense that shut the Hornets
down. The Lions held Sacramento State to 24-0f-62 from the field (38
percent) and a mere 1-0f-19 from the three-point line (5 percent). The
Lions finished shooting 51 percent from the field (29-0f-56).The Lions
jumped out to a 12-point lead in the first half thanks in part to points
in transition and in the paint. The Lions first 10 points were under the
basket, as LMU’s big men pushed the Lions’ field goal percentage at the
halfto 58 percent (18-31). Lakey, wholeads the team shooting 53 percent
on the season, hit 5-of-6 on the half for 12 points. He finished the game
hitting 10-of-12 from the field (83 percent) and a perfect 9-of-9 from the
free throw line. In building a lead as big as 14 points, the Lions went into
halftime leading for the third straight game. While LMU was shooting
well, the defense clamped down to hold the Hornets to only 41 percent
from the fieldand 11 percent (1-0f-9) from the three-pointline. The Lions
came out in the second and extended theirlead to 17 and then as high as
19 in putting away the Hornets. In the process the Lions outrebounded
the Hornets 39-35, the fifth game of the season the Lions out rebounded
their opponents. Leading under the boards was senior Pablo Machado,
who had sixth career double-double with 12 rebounds and 11 points.
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Fellow senior Elton Mashack added 10 points, while junior Philipp
Czernin just missed a triple-double with nine points, nine assists and
eight rebounds.

GAME #38 - Portland State 66, LMU 62

Anthony Lackey scored a game-high 17 points and the Viking’s Jabbar
Washington added 12 points, including 2 free throws with one second
remaining, as Portland State ended Loyola Marymount’s two-game
winning streak with a 66-62 non-conference victory Saturday night at
Gersten Pavilion. The Lions (3-5) used an 11-3 run, the last six of which
were scored by Pablo Machado, to take a 49-46lead with 10:31 remaining.
However, the Lions made just one field goal in a 7:50 stretch, and
permitted a 10-0 Vikings run to fall behind 60-54 with 2:07 remaining.
Robert Davis’s 3-point basket trimmed the deficit to 62-59 with 49
seconds remaining, but Eurskine Robinson missed the front end of a
one-and-one with 17 seconds left and Charles Madison made two free
throws with 13 seconds left to give the Vikings a 64-59 lead. Davis’s 25-
foot 3-point basket with one second remaining cut the deficit to 64-62.
The Lions fouled Washington prior to the inbounds pass, and Wash-
ington sank both free throws to clinch the victory for the Vikings.
Portland State (2-6) was 9-for-9 from the free throw line in the final three
minutes, and made 11-0f-12 free throws in the game. The Lions made
just 10-0f-19 free throws, and committed 20 turnovers while forcing just
13.LMU outrebounded the Vikings 40-33, and limited Portland State to
38.7 percent shooting from the field. Davis and Pablo Machado led the
Lions with 14 points each, and Greg Lakey added 13 points and a game-
high 8 rebounds. Machado made 7 of 9 shots, and Lakey improved his
60 percent field goal shooting with a 5-for-6 effort. Davis equaled his career
high with 4 three-point baskets.

GAME #9 - Long Beach State 57, LMU 54

The heartbreakers continue for the Loyola Marymount men’s basketball
team, as the Lions fell to Long Beach State 57-54 1n a non-conference game
Monday night at Gersten Pavilion. The Lions fell down eatly, thanks to
the 49ers’ Ramel Lloyd, who finished with 20 points, and Travis Reed,
who added 13. The Lions committed 18 first half turnovers that led to
the early deficit. They finished the game with 24 turnovers, but held the
49ers to 57 points, 21 below their season average. The 49ers (6-4) led 28-
12 with 2:13 leftin the first half before the Lions (3-6) wentona 25-4 run,
capped by Philipp Czernin’s dunk, to take a 37-32 lead with 10:52
remaining in the game. Lloyd responded by scoring 13 of the 49ers’ next
16 points, capped by a 3-point basket from the left wing, to tie the game
48-48 with 6:08 left. Junior Robert Davis’ 3-point basket from the left
corner gave the Lions a 54-51 lead with 2:20 remaining, but Reed made
two consecutive lay-ups, the latter with 20 seconds left, to give the 49ers
a55-541ead. LMU’s Marcus Smith missed a 10-foot jumper with three
seconds left and the rebound went out-of-bounds to L.ong Beach State.
Ron Johnsonmadealayup at the buzzer for the final points. Davis scored
18 points for the Lions, all in the second half including a career-high five
3-pointbaskets,and reserve center Greg Lakey added 10 points and three
steals. The Lions outrebounded the 49ers 41-29, but shot just 34.6
percent from the field (18-0f-52). The 49ers shot just 41.5 percent from
the field (22-53), but made eight of their last 10 field-goal attempts. The
game featured sevenlead changes, including five in the final 5:23, and five
ties.

GAME #10 - LMU 63, Loyola-Chicago 53

It was 30 degrees below zero outside of the Joseph Gentile Center at the
campus of Loyola University-Chicago, and it carried over inside as the
Loyola Marymount men’s basketball team held the Ramblers to 30
percent shooting to earn a 63-53 in Chicago on Thursday night. The
Lions, who improve to 4-6 on the season, won their second consecutive
on the road, the first time since winning back-to-back road games in
December of 1995. The Lions relied on defense in this one, as they
completely shutdown the perimeter shooting of Loyola (2-8). Loyola,
who entered the game shooting 44 percent from the field and 35 percent
from the three-pointline, was held to a 22-of-72 effort from the field and
0-10 from long range.
