QUICKLY

The Lions, who suffered two heartbreaking defeats at Gersten Pavilion against
Portland State and Long Beach State, return to the road for a three game road trip over
the next three weeks. It will all start to the snowy-windy city of Chicago against fellow
Jesuit institiution Loyola-Chicago. The narrow defeats are beginning to follow the
Lions, as they have lost four of their six on the season by five or less points. The last
three defeats have been by a combined total of 10 points. The Lions will be without
the services of senior center Pablo Machado, who will miss one to two weeks due
toahip flexer. Junior Greg Lakey will gethis first startas a Lion, as LMU will be forced
to change its line-up for the first time this season.

GAME #10 - Loyola-Chicago

The Ramblers of Loyola-Chicago are in the midst of a three-game losing streak,
including a 86-70loss to Louisville on Monday night. Sitting at 2-7 on the season, the
Ramblers will be glad to be back at Gentile Center as Loyola has won 17 of its last 22
(.773) games at the Gentile Center and is 38-18 (.679) all-time there. In four games at
the Gentile Center, Loyolais averaging 75.5 ppgand shooting .459 (112 for 244) from
the field. In four road contests, the Ramblers are posting 70.4 ppg and converting just
415 (140 for 337) of their attempts from the field. Sophomore guard David Bailey
is emerging as one of the bright stars in the MCC this season. After hitting only .263
(18 for 63) of his shots from beyond the three-point arc as a freshman, Bailey is
knocking down .410 (16 for 39) through nine outings this season. He leads the team
inscoringwith 18.0 points per game, including an average over 20 the last seven games.
Schin Kerr has scored in double figures in all but two game this season and is second
on the team in rebounding (6.9 rpg) and steals (1.8 spg). A transfer from Central
Florida Junior College, Kerr also ranks second on the team in scoring with 14.0 ppg.
Kerr, who has already recorded a pair of double-doubles this season, scored a career-
best24 points on 10 of 15 shootingin only 27 minutes of action against Eastern Illinois
on Dec. 16. Prior to hitting .667 of his shots from the field versus Eastern Illinois,
Kerr had shot just .353 (18 for 51) from the field in his previous four outings.

Lions fell to Long Beach State 57-54 in a non-
conference game Monday night at Gersten Pa-
vilion. The Lions fell down early, thanks to the
49ers’ Ramel Lloyd, who finished with 20 points,
and Travis Reed, who added 13. The Lions
committed 18 first half turnovers thatled to the
early deficit. They finished the game with 24
turnovers, but held the 49ers to 57 points, 21
below their season average. The 49ers (6-4) led
28-12 with 2:13 left in the first half before the
Lions (3-6) went on a 25-4 run, capped by
Philipp Czernin’s dunk, to take a 37-32 lead
with 10:52 remaining in the game. ILloyd re-
sponded by scoring 13 of the 49ers’ next 16
points, capped by a 3-point basket from the left
wing, to tie the game 48-48 with 6:08 left. Junior
Robert Davis’ 3-point basket from the left
corner gave the Lions a 54-51 lead with 2:20
remaining, but Reed made two consecutive lay-
ups, the latter with 20 seconds left, to give the
49ersa 55-54lead. LMU’s Marcus Smith missed
a10-footjumper with three secondsleftand the
rebound went out-of-bounds to Long Beach
State. Ron Johnson made a layup at the buzzer
for the final points. Davis scored 18 points for
the Lions, all in the second half including a
career-high five 3-point baskets, and reserve
center Greg Lakey added 10 points and three
steals. The Lions outrebounded the 49ers 41-
29,butshotjust 34.6 percent from the field (18-
of-52). The 49ers shotjust41.5 percent from the
field (22-53), but made eight of their last 10
field-goal attempts. The game featured seven
lead changes, including five in the final 5:23,and
five ties.

GAME #8 - LMU vs. Portland State
Anthony Lackey scored a game-high 17 points
and the Viking’s Jabbar Washington added 12
points, including 2 free throws with one second
remaining, as Portland State ended Loyola
Marymount’s two-game winning streak with a
66-62 non-conference victory Saturday nightat
Gersten Pavilion. The Lions (3-5) used an 11-
3 run, the last six of which were scored by Pablo
Machado, to take a 49-46 lead with 10:31 re-
maining. However, the Lions made just one
field goal in a 7:50 stretch, and permitted a 10-
0 Vikings run to fall behind 60-54 with 2:07
remaining. Robert Davis’s 3-point basket
trimmed the deficit to 62-59 with 49 seconds
remaining, but Eurskine Robinson missed
the frontend of a one-and-one with 17 seconds
leftand Chatles Madison made two free throws
with 13 seconds left to give the Vikings a 64-59
lead. Davis’s 25-foot 3-point basket with one
second remaining cut the deficit to 64-62. The
Lions fouled Washington prior to the inbounds
pass, and Washington sank both free throws to
clinch the victory for the Vikings. Portland State
(2-6) was 9-for-9 from the free throw line in the
final three minutes, and made 11-of-12 free
throws in the game. The Lions made just 10-of-
19 free throws, and committed 20 turnovers
while forcing just 13. LMU outrebounded the
Vikings 40-33, and limited Portland State to
38.7 percent shooting from the field. Davis and
Pablo Machado led the Lions with 14 points
each, and Greg Lakey added 13 points and a
game-high 8 rebounds. Machado made 7 of 9
shots, and Lakey improved his 60 percent field
goalshootingwith a 5-for-6 effort. Davis equaled
his career high with 4 three-point baskets.

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Steve Aggers enters his first season as head coach
of the Loyola Marymount men’s basketball Fro—
gram, the 22nd head coach in the history of the
program. Aggers comes from Eastern Washing-
ton University where he had a phenomenal five-
year run, guiding the Eagles to its first Big Sky
Conference title in school history. Aggers was
named Big Sky Coach of the Yearand the National
Association of Basketball Coaches’District 13 Coach
of the Year.

The winner of more Big Sky Conference games than any other coach in
Eastern Washington [%niversity history, Aggers led the Eagles to 32
conference winsin the past four seasons. Since joining the Big Sl%y in1984,
EWU had won only 34 conference games combined. Aggers took the
FEagle basketball grogram to new levels, as the team rose trom a power
ranking of No. 298 to No. 106 in 1999-2000.

“I am extremely thankful for the opportunity I've been given and I see
this as a new beginning and a fresh start,” said Aggers, WI%O was hired in
April of 2000. “My statf and I are looking forwar% toward a very bright
and dynamic future. One of the reasons I accepted this jobwas the ?ocatlon
of the institution, its proud past with a rich athletic tradition, strong
academic reputation and the outstanding recruiting base it provides. Our
goals and objectives are not to just be competitive, but to build a
championship program.”

Aggers entered the 2000-2001 season with a mark of 315-269, and he
currently sits at 318-275in his first season at LMU (3-6). He returns to the
West Coast Conference where he served as an assistant with Pepperdine
for fouryears (1990-1994). He has been coaching on the collegiate level

for 26 years.

BALANCEDDIET

The Lions have thrown a balanced diet of scoring at opponents this
season, having four players average double figures in scoring. Afternine
games of the 2000-2001 season, the Lions’ attack is getting offense
throughout the line-up. Junior Robert Davis, who scored 18 points
against Long Beach State, is the current scoringleader for the Lions. He
isaveraging 13.3 points per game and is followed by junior Greg Lakey
at13.1and senior Pablo Machado with 11.6. The Lions have had seven
games already this season in which three or more players scored in double
figures. UCIrvine and Long Beach State are the games in the early season
that only two players were in double figures. So far this season, the Lions
have had six different players score in double figures and five different
players lead the game in scoring (see the breakdown on page 11).

LIGHTSOUT

Against Vanguard the Lions didn’t get off to a bad start, finishing the
game hitting 59 percent of their shots. It was the first game since hitting
37-0f-58 (.638) ina 101-87 win over St. Mary’s on January 29, 1999, the
Lions finished a regular season game hitting more than 50 percent of their
field goals. In the 87-64 win over Vanguard, the Lions hit 70 percent in
the first half, including 4-of-7 from the three pointline. On the season,
the Lions have finished three games hitting more than 50 percent of their
shots, hitting 55 percent against Colorado and 51 percent against
Sacramento State. Against the Hornets, the Lions finished hitting 29-of-
56 from the field. Theloss to Colorado was the first time the Lions have
dropped a game hitting more than half their shots since Boise State on
Nov. 21, 1998, when the Lions hit 25-0f-44 in a2 93-86 loss in Gersten
Pavilion. The Lions have shot better than 50 percent in seven of the 18
halves they have played this season. In the 1999-00 season the Lions did
nothaveagame shooting over 50 percentand finished the season hitting
36 percent. Through the Sacramento State game, the Lions have im-
proved more than 12 percent compared to last season.

GAME #1-LMU 87, Vanguard 54

The Loyola Marymount University men’s basketball team earned a 87-
64winover Vanguard University (0-2) in their season opener of the 2000-
2001 campaign. In the process they ended a 15-gamelosing streak dating
back to January 8 and earned a winin Head Coach Steve Aggers first regular
season with the Lions.

GAME #2 - UC Irvine 62, LMU 57

The Lions began their four-game road trip hoping to snap a 19-game road
losing streak against the Big West’s UC Irvine. The Lions, despite a
comeback effort, fell to the Anteaters, 62-57 at the Bren Event Center. The
Lions fell behind by 10, 31-21, at the half after going 8-for-29 from the
field (27 percent).

For the second straight game the Lions
held the edge in rebounding, 38-35 despite facing two seven footers for
UClxtvine. Senior Elton Mashack had nine boards and junior Greg Lakey
had eight.

GAME #3-USC91,LMU 68

The Lions'adventures on the road have not been of the friendly kind, and
heading into 20th ranked USC, it didn't get much better. Loyola
Marymount men's basketball fell to Southern California at the Los
Angeles Sports Arena 91-68. The Lions (1-2) fell behind eatly, trailing 47-
34and could notrecover from the Trojans' 50 percent shooting from the
three-pointline. USC finished the game hitting 12-of-24 from long range,
includingaseven-of-11 clip (63 percent) in the second half.

Entering their game against the University of Colorado, the Loyola
Marymount University men’s basketball team knew they could steal one
on the road if they stayed with their game plan and controlled the tempo
of the game. They did, but for only 30 of the 40 minute game. The 10
minutes proved disastrous, as the Lions dropped a heartbreaking 94-79
loss to the Buffaloes on Tuesday night in Boulder, Colo. The Lions
jumped out to an 11-point lead in the first half and controlled the tempo
in leading for all but the final seconds of the first stanza.

Junior Greg Lakey’s 9-0f-10 effort led the
Lions from the line. Lakey led the Lions with 20 points, 16 in the second
half. Itwas a career high for the transfer from USC. Senior Pablo Machado
finished with 16 points and five rebounds and Mashack finished with 12
points and six rebounds.

GAME #5 - Idaho State 71, LMU 68

As the Loyola Marymount men’s basketball team wrapped up a four-
game road trip, one thing has been solidified--they are going to have to
fight forawin on the road. The Lions fell 71-68 to Idaho State in Pocatello,
Idaho, on Saturday night, having every opportunity to pull out the win.
The Lions had their shots, holding a one-point lead at half, building a
12-point lead halfway through the second half, out rebounding the
Bengals 42-24, and holding a two-point lead with 2:47 remaining. It still
wasn’t enough, as the Lions, who shot 57 percent (16-28) in the first half,
went ice cold in the second, shooting only 33 percent (12-36), including
five straight misses in the final possession in an attempt to tie the game
at71. They finished the game hitting 43 percent (28-64). It was a back-and-
forth ball game with nine lead changes and four ties. The Lions, holding
asize advantage down in the blocks, fouled out the Bengals only two big
men in Rashad Kirkland and J.'T. Nelson. With ISU’s smaller line-up, the
Lions scored 42 points in the paint and had 22 second chance points
thanks to 19 offensive rebounds.

65-56 on Tuesday night, and in the process removing “monkeys” off their
backs. The Lions jumped out early on the Titans, building leads up to
nine points throughoutand never trailingin the contestin breakinga 32-
game losing streak to Division I opponents. LMU, who just returned
from a four-game road trip, are now 7-1 after returning home from road
trips of three or more games. The Lions, who are becoming known for
their balanced attack, once again had three players score in double figures.
It is the third straight game the Lions have accomplished that feat, and
the first time since the 1998-99 season. Junior Philipp Czernin had his
bestouting of the season in scoring a game high 17 points. Alsoin double
figures were senior Pablo Machado with 12 and junior Robert Davis with
10. Cal State Fullerton had four players in double figures, led by Ike
Harmon and Kevin Richardson, each with 12. Harmon entered the game
as the Titan’s leading scorer with 15 points per game, including a season
high 28 in the Titan’s win in their previous game against the College of
Notre Dame. However, the Lions clamped down on the fifth-year senior
and kept off balance in the first half, hitting only two free throws in seven
minutes of play.

It was the second game in a row the Lions forced the
opponent’s big man to foul out, as senior Matt Caldwell finished the
game with seven points and five fouls. LMU finished hitting 26-o0f-37
from the free throw line, while Cal State Fullerton finished 13-0f-18.

GAME #7 - LMU 78, Sacramento State 59

The Lions, four days removed from breaking a 32-game streak against
NCAA Division I opponents, put an end to another streak and started
another one of their own. The Lions ended their 23-game road losing
streak with a 78-59 win over Sacramento State at Arco Arena. With the win,
the Lions earned back-to-back wins for the first time since posting three
straightin January 1999. The third winin thatstreak came on Jan. 21,1999,
a 89-73 victory over the Toreros. It was the last win on the road for the
Lions and the last double-digit win on the road. Leading the front line
players was junior Greg Lakey, who continues to shine for the Lions off
the bench.
